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To Maximise space in this tiny gem of a
garden we have rendered raised beds to
accommodate as many plants as possible.
Pale travertine pavers reflect the light and
all year round interest is created with early
flowering roses, climbers and plants with
interesting foliage.

Situated on a piece of reclaimed wasteland on
the banks of the River Ouse this is a Pop Up
‘guerilla garden’ created using permaculture,
biodynamic and organic design/planting
systems. An innovative, hearty little garden
with experiments in willow, use of recycled
materials and gravity fed water system. Come
and be inspired.

The Old Coach House secret garden is
where china merchant, Thomas Baldy
created the Hanging Gardens in the 1800’s.
